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   Festival director Denis piel. Born 1944, France. Raised Australian, adopted American. Photographer and filmmaker. He started his career in Brisbane, Australia, opened his own photography studio at the age of 20, moving to Europe in the early seventies and to the States in late seventies, when offered a contract by Alexander Liberman to work primarily for US Vogue and other Conde Nast publications. 
He lived and worked in the States for the next twenty-three years shooting more than 1000 editorial spreads. This includes many portraits of film celebrities, writers, politicians and artists. In addition he created and executed countless commercial projects. Denis’s photography is represented in New York, Lisbon, Boston, Sydney, London, Oslo, Paris… 
In the late 80's he opened his own film production house, Jupiter films with offices in New York, Chicago and Los Angeles. He wrote and directed many award winning TVC's subsequently producing and directing his first documentary Love is Blind in the early 90's. Love is Blind has been selected for “Dark et Noir” at the Videothèque de Paris, and presented at the 47th Festival International du Film Cannes, France. It gains Award Certificate of Merit, Chicago International Film Festival, 1993. 
Then with the attack on the World Trade Centre 9-11, Denis and his family decide to move permanently to their place in France where they begin developing Padiès into a culture centre. In 2006 they created the association Cultures&Cultures which this year has expanded to incorporate an International Intercultural Film Festival - CCIFF. Parallel to this Denis has been working on Facescapes, a project of film and photos that illustrate the commonality of man. His first film was made of his local village, Lempaut. He has since created Facescapes for villages in China and Australia with more to follow. Facescapes was the inspiration for CCIFF with its intercultural dialogue and exchange.
